The Catcher in the Rye Creative Project topic ideas:

1. Write a poem or song inspired by the novel.  

You might like to consider writing it in a unique way, or on something 

unique (like Allie’s mitt).  Or perhaps you can record an audio version of your song. Think about it. Be creative!
2. Video project: Do you like to act? Act out one or two scenes from the novel and record on video.  Be creative! This project can score a high grade if the appropriate effort and creativity are applied.

3. Write “The Secret Goldfish.” 

“The Secret Goldfish” is the short story, written by D.B., that Holden loves the most. This story, of course, does not actually exist.  Perhaps you would like to write it.  Be sure to use many details, descriptions, and dialogue in your story.

4. Were you disappointed in the ending of the novel? Re-write chapter 26, the way you think it should have ended. Or, perhaps you would like to write a chapter 27 to let us know what happens when he goes back to school in the Fall.
Write in the voice of Holden, as he would continue as the narrator.

5. Are you artistic?  Paint a picture, create a sculpture, or go on a photo shoot to      

      express your interpretation of a specific scene, or scenes, from the novel.  Include     

      a short written piece describing how your artistic creation relates to the novel.
6. Where is Holden ten years from the end of the novel?  

In the voice of Holden Caulfield, write a letter to Jane, or another character, telling what  you have been doing with your life since you were last together.  Remember, this is a project grade, so your writing has to be substantial and polished.
 Be creative!! 

7. If you have an idea of your own for this project, please have your topic idea approved.     

      New ideas are always welcome and encouraged!
